¶ Enhance one's self-esteem by engaging in a learning community that is caring for all of 

its members. 

 

Community members will be invited and given opportunities, when possible, to be a part of the 

learning community. 
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GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
 

ATTENDANCE 
 
Parents are responsible for the regular attendance of their children who are within the 
compulsory attendance age (6 - 16) as provided in Section 1003.21, Florida Statutes. A 
student who attains the age of 16 years during the school year is not subject to compulsory 
school attendance beyond that age if the student files a formal declaration with the School 
Board. The declaration must acknowledge that terminating school enrollment is likely to reduce 
the studentôs earning potential and must be signed by the student and the studentôs parent. 
Students have the responsibility to take advantage of their educational opportunities by 
attending all their classes on a daily basis and arriving to their school on time. 
 

Whenever a student of compulsory school attendance age is absent without the permission of 
the person in charge of the school, the parent/guardian of the student must report the absence 
to the school in the manner prescribed by the school policy. Notes or telephone calls from 
parent(s)/guardian(s) are required either before or after an absence. It is the responsibility of 
the student to make up work missed because of absences. Students receiving out-of-school 
suspension must be assigned schoolwork that will cover content and skills taught during the 
duration of the suspension. Students are given one day for each absence to complete makeup 
work unless unusual circumstances indicate an extension. The principal or designee must 
approve any extension. 

 

If a student begins to exhibit a pattern of non-attendance, the school administration shall 
pursue the case in accordance with Section 1003.25, Florida Statutes. If interventions are 
unsuccessful, it shall be the responsibility of the school district to file a petition of truancy with 
the court as provided in Section 1003.27, Florida Statutes. 
 
Students who are married and students who are pregnant shall not be prohibited from 
attending school. These students and students who are parents shall receive the same 
educational instruction, or its equivalent, as other students, but may voluntarily be assigned to 
a class or program suited to their special needs. Consistent with Section 1003.54, Florida 
Statutes, pregnant or parenting teens shall be entitled to participate in a teenage parent 
program. Pregnant students may attend alternative education programs or adult education 
programs, provided that the curriculum allows the student to continue to work toward a high 
school diploma. 
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ABSENCE PROCEDURES 
 
Students must bring a note or the parent must call the attendance office number 321-
939-6602 in order to excuse an absence. 

1. The Attendance Clerk will maintain records of all  phone calls, parents and doctors notes 
 for each student. 
2. In cases of excused absences, the student shall be allowed to make up the work and the 

teachers of the student shall give every reasonable assistance. Make-up work shall be 
completed during a period of time equal to at least twice the time for which the absence is 
excused, unless more time is allowed by the teacher. 

3. Students have the responsibility to request make up work and assignments from their 
teachers when they return to school after an absence and to complete the work within a 
reasonable length of time when the absence has been classified as excused. 

4. Automated Phone Calls:  Celebration High School will contact the parents of students 
who are reported absent during any period during the day using an automated system.  A 
correct phone number is necessary to ensure the proper use of this system.   

 

Students may not come onto campus and then leave before the start of the school day.  
Once the student passes the gate they are on campus whether or not they check into 
any class. 

 

TARDY PROCEDURES 

 

At Celebration High School a student may only enter class late with a pass.  Students are 
responsible for getting a pass for both an excused and unexcused tardy. 

 

¶ Unexcused Tardy:  For an unexcused tardy to school or between classes, students are 
to report to Student Services for a Tardy Pass to class.  Examples of unacceptable 
tardy excuses include but are not limited to a car problem, over sleeping, traffic 
and school breakfast or lunch program participant.  Upon receiving an unexcused 
tardy pass, the student is expected to report straight to class.  Penalties for an 
unexcused tardy are described in the Menu or Rules Infractions and Consequences 
found in this book. 

¶ Excused Tardy: 

o To class:  Student must have a written note from Administration or Guidance. 

o To school:  Students must report to the Attendance Office upon arrival to school 
to present the excuse to the Attendance Clerk.  The excuse must be in the form 
of a written note from parents, a note from a doctor, or a personal appearance by 
the parent to explain the tardy.  As with absences, being tardy will only be 
excused for the following reasons: 

Á Illness or injury of the student 

Á Illness, injury or death in the immediate family of the student 
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If there is a reasonable doubt concerning the illness claimed, the principal or designee is 
authorized to require a statement from an accepted medical authority. 

 

ATTENDANCE FOR CREDIT IN GRADES 9-12 
 
In order to receive full credit, a student must be enrolled in any school a minimum of forty-five 
(45) school days per semester. 
 
Students who enroll in school or class late shall be allowed to make up the class work. 
 
 
School activities shall not be counted as absences. Assigned work shall be turned in on the 
date indicated by the teacher.   

 

 

STUDENT APPEARANCE & DRESS CODE POLICY 

 
Students are required to wear appropriate clothing according to the situation and the grade 
level involved. Inappropriate clothing and appearance are disruptive to the school program and 
principals will enforce adherence to this policy by those under their jurisdiction. Each school 
may provide for more specific dress code requirements within the scope of this district-wide 
dress code and shall provide each student with a copy of their schoolôs dress code. School 
administrators have final authority to decide if clothing complies with District rules. 
 
When it is determined that a studentôs clothing does not comply with the dress code, a 
parent/guardian may be asked to bring an appropriate change of clothes to school. The 
student may, with parental permission, be sent home in order to change clothes. In addition, 
the student may also receive a disciplinary consequence for violating the schoolôs dress code 
policy. 
 
Violations of this Policy 

 
Violations of this policy shall be treated as disruptive behavior in violation of the Code of 
Student Conduct. However, policy violations shall not carry over on the studentôs discipline 
record to subsequent years. This policy shall apply to students at all times when they attend 
school or any school sponsored event. The Principal may exercise discretion and permit 
exceptions to this policy for extracurricular activities.   
 
This policy shall be applicable in its entirety, except where a specific section may be directed 
toward a select group of students. All persons subject to this policy shall comply with all 
sections of it. 
 
Å Wearing apparel, which tends to identify association with secret societies as prohibited 

by Florida Statutes, shall not be worn. 
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Å Cleanliness of the physical person consistent with the maintenance of good health and 
to avoid offensiveness to others is mandatory. 
 

Å Some programs may require uniforms. Continued enrollment in these programs shall be 
contingent on the student adhering to all uniform requirements and standards. 

 

General Dress Code Policy Requirements 
 

1. Appropriate Sizes: Students shall wear clothing of appropriate size as determined 
by the principal or designee exercising his or her judgment. The size of shirts and 
pants shall be appropriate to the studentôs body size and shall not be unduly 
oversized or undersized. 
 

2. Shirts: Shirts shall be tucked into the waistband of the pants or skirt. Exceptions will 
be allowed in individual cases based upon the discretion of the principal or designee. 

 
3. Pants: Pants with belt loops shall be worn with a belt that is properly fastened.  

Pants shall be worn so that the waistband is worn at the waist and not below the 
waist. 

 
4. Skirts and Dresses: The hem of girlsô skirts or dresses shall be no shorter than 

mid-thigh as determined by the principal or designee in the exercise of his or her 
judgment. 

 
5. Shoes/Footwear: All students shall wear shoes/footwear. Elementary and Middle 

School shoes/footwear shall be closed toe and heel athletic shoes, so as to protect 
the entire foot. High School students may wear sandals provided they donôt interfere 
with the safety and welfare of the student. Platforms and shoes with wheels may not 
be worn. 

 

Unacceptable Attire 

 
Students are not allowed to wear clothing, jewelry (including body piercing jewelry and ñgrillsò), 
buttons, haircuts, tattoos, makeup, or other attire or markings, which are offensive, suggestive, 
disruptive, or indecent such as: 
 

1. Clothing associated with gangs. 
 
2. Clothing encouraging the use of drugs, alcohol, or violence. 
 
3. Clothing associated with discrimination on the basis of age, color, disability, national 

origin, sexual orientations, marital status, race, religion, or sex 
 
4. Clothing exposing the torso or upper thighs such as see-through garments, mini-

skirts or mini-dresses, halters, backless dresses, tube tops or tank tops without over 
shirts, spaghetti strap garments without over shirts, bare midriff outfits, or shirts or 
blouses tied at the midriff. 
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5. Clothing not properly fastened or with tears. 
 
6. Clothing or outer garments traditionally designed as undergarments such as boxer 

shorts, bloomers, tights, hosiery, or sleepwear. 
 
7. Clothing or footwear that is construed by the principal or designee as hazardous or 

dangerous to health of the student or others. 
 
8. Hats, headgear, or any head covering, except when approved by the principal. 

 

Shorts 

 
Students may wear hemmed walking shorts or Bermuda shorts, only if the wearing of shorts 
has not been revoked and they are appropriate for safety or employment training purposes, as 
evidenced hereinafter. In all situations in which shorts are permissible to be worn, the shorts 
shall extend to the tip of the fingertips when both arms are extended by the side. The 
Principal's determination as to the appropriate length of the shorts shall be determinative and 
final. 
 
Unacceptable Shorts 

 
Athletic shorts including spandex-style ñbicycleò shorts, cut-off jeans, frayed jeans or pants, 
cut-off sweat pants, short-shorts, running shorts, and see-through boxer-type shorts are not 
permitted. 
 
School Uniform Dress Code 
 
At each school to which this standardized dress code applies, the principal shall confer with 
the schoolôs SAC to develop and publish a school dress code that will contain the following 
basic uniform requirements as to the styles and colors of clothing. 
 

a. Girlsô Basic Standardized Clothing: The basic uniform clothing for girls shall consist 
of a long or short-sleeved navy blue, white, purple, or black collared shirt, such as a 
polo, oxford, or dress shirt, with a navy blue or khaki (tan) skirt, walking shorts, slacks, 
skorts, jumper, or similar clothing. The skirt, shorts, slacks, skorts, and jumpers may be 
of denim, corduroy, or twill fabric. A small logo is acceptable. 
 

b. Boysô Basic Standardized Clothing: The basic uniform clothing for boys shall consist 
of a long or short-sleeved navy blue, white, purple, or black collared shirt, such as polo, 
oxford, or dress shirt, and a navy blue or khaki (tan) pair of long pants, or walking 
shorts.  The pants or shorts may be of denim, corduroy, or twill fabric. A small logo is 
acceptable. 
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c. Additional Uniform Alternatives: In addition to the basic uniform clothing specified in 
paragraphs a. and b. above, at the discretion of the principal, a school may include in 
the schoolôs uniform dress code the following alternatives: 
 

¶ One or two additional specified school colors may be allowed for the collared 
shirt. Colored trim, stripes, or decorations will not be allowed. A small logo is 
acceptable. 

¶ Skirts, shorts, slacks, skorts, and jumpers must be a solid color (traditional blue 
jean colors are acceptable) with no stripes, decorations, or embroidery. A small 
logo is acceptable. 

¶ Vocational-Technical Centers: For safety and employment training purposes, 
students enrolled at the vocational-technical centers will wear the uniform of the 
program. If there is no uniform this rule shall apply. 

 
d. Considerations: In selecting such alternatives, if any, the principal and SAC shall take 

into consideration the availability, affordability, and practicality of the alternative. 
 

e. School T-Shirts: In addition to the shirts described in subparagraphs a., b., and c. 
above, each school may include in its uniform dress code the options of allowing 
students to wear a school sponsored T-Shirt (which may have a crew neck rather than a 
collar) only on school days or during school events designated by the principal. 
 

f. Outer Garments: The Dress Code Policy shall not prohibit students from wearing 
coats, jackets, sweaters, or other appropriate outer garments when necessary due to 
weather conditions or for other legitimate reasons and shall be the appropriate size for 
the student, shall not be overly baggy, nor violate any other provision of this Policy. 
Inside the classroom, outer garments shall be removed, unzipped, or left open to allow 
for the school uniform to be visible. Long overcoats, sweatshirts, or sweaters that might 
serve to conceal contraband shall be removed immediately upon arrival at the school or 
function. 
 

g. District-wide Dress Code: All other aspects of student dress and appearance not 
covered by this uniform dress code policy shall be governed by the remaining provisions 
of this section and any related school rules pertaining to student appearance. 
 

Saggy Pants Law 
 
Effective July 1, 2011, the Florida Legislature passed and Governor Scott signed into law, 
Senate Bill 228 which changes sections 1006.07 and 1006.15 as it relates to school district 
codes of student conduct addressing dress code requirements.   
 
These changes relate to students who wear their clothes in such a manner that ñexposes 
underwear or body parts in an indecent or vulgar manner or that disrupts the orderly learning 
environmentò.   
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In addition, these changes outline the consequences for violating the law.  A student who is 
found to violate this law will be subject to the following consequences: 
 
First offense, a student shall be given a verbal warning and the school principal (or designee) 
shall call the studentôs parent or guardian. 
 
Second offense, the student is ineligible to participate in any extracurricular activity for a period 
of time not to exceed 5 days and the school principal (or designee) shall meet with the 
studentôs parent or guardian. 
 
Third offense or subsequent offense, a student shall receive in-school suspension pursuant to 
FS 1003.01 (5) for a period not to exceed 3 days, the student is ineligible to participate in any 
extracurricular activity for a period not to exceed 30 days, and the school principal or designee 
shall call the studentôs parent or guardian and send the parent or guardian a written letter 
regarding the studentôs in-school suspension and ineligibility to participate in extracurricular 
activities.   
 
 

Financial Considerations 

 
a. No student shall be denied attendance at school or be otherwise penalized for failing to 

wear clothing that complies with the uniform dress code if such failure is due to financial 
hardship. 
 

b. Each schoolôs principal and SAC shall develop procedures and criteria to offer to assist 
students who would have or are having difficulty complying with their schoolôs uniform 
dress code due to financial hardship and shall develop a program to provide for 
donations of clothing or financial assistance, consignment shops, or reuse of uniform 
clothing or similar program that would alleviate such financial hardships. 

 
 

Exceptions 
 

Exceptions to the uniform dress code shall be permitted when: 
 

a. A student wears a uniform of a nationally recognized youth organization, such as the 
Boy Scouts or Girl Scouts, on regular meeting days. 

 
b. A student wears a button, armband, or other accouterment to exercise the right of free 

speech guaranteed by the United States and Florida Constitutions, unless the button, 
armband, or other accouterment signifies or is related to gangs, gang membership, or 
gang activity, or would otherwise violate the dress code policy. 

 
c. A student wears a costume or special clothing necessary for a school play or other 

school-sponsored activity as permitted by the principal. 
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d. The wearing of clothing in compliance with the uniform dress code violates a student's 
sincerely held religious belief, then such students and the studentôs parent shall submit 
a signed affidavit setting forth the religious issue and the requested exemption to the 
Dress Code Policy.   

          
e. A student's parent requests a reasonable accommodation to address the student's 

disability. Such request shall be reduced to writing and submitted to the principal for 
approval. 
 

Violation of the Policy of Unacceptable Appearance (Not Necessarily Clothing) 
 

It will be a violation of this Policy for a student to attend school or any school-sponsored event 
or function held during the school day with any visible body piercing, except for earrings on the 
ears, all other body piercing jewelry/ items must be removed and not concealed.  It will also be 
a violation of this Policy for any student to have his or her hair cut or worn in such a manner, or 
colored in such a manner, in an extreme fashion such that the Principal, within reasonable 
exercise of his or her discretion, determines it is so distracting or disruptive that it interferes 
with the orderly educational process.  
 
By way of illustration only, and not by way of limitation, examples of unacceptable hair color or 
style would be extremely garish neon colors, orange, purple, green (or other unnatural colors), 
color patterns such as plaid or stripes and extreme distracting hairstyles.   
 
Further, it will be a violation of this Policy for a student to wear makeup that is not within the 
acceptable standards for the school or community such that the Principal, within the 
reasonable exercise of his or her discretion, determines it is so distracting or disruptive that it 
interferes with the orderly educational process. 
 

AUTOMOBILES                                                

 
Registration of Vehicles and Parking Permits: 
 

 All motor vehicles operated by students and staff on the Celebration High School campus must 
display a current placard. The school assumes no responsibility for loss or damage to any 
vehicle (car, truck, motorcycle, bicycle or contents thereof) while operating or parked on the 
Celebration High School campus. The parking placard should be visible at all times.  Parking 
placards are valid from August of one year through June of the following year. Parking 
placards give students the privilege of parking on campus but does not guarantee a parking 
space. Only qualified students are permitted to drive.  Students who park illegally will be given 
a documented warning allowing them to the opportunity to purchase a parking decal. 
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Parking/Driving Regulations 
 
Celebration High School recognizes the use of motor vehicles as a convenience but is not 
obligated to furnish unlimited parking space to accommodate all vehicles. The following rules 
will be in effect: 
 

1. Double parking at any time is a violation. 
 
2. Loitering is not allowed in the parking lots. Students must exit their vehicles immediately 

upon arrival. Loitering will result in the loss of the parking privilege. 
 

3. Students who have vehicles registered with the school and who, for emergency 
reasons, must drive another vehicle for a short period are required to notify the 
Administrative Office immediately upon bringing the vehicle on campus. The vehicle 
being used must be parked in one of the spaces designated for the registered vehicle. 
Failure to follow the above instructions will be subject to vehicle violation.  
 

4. Students who do not purchase a parking decal in a reasonable time after receiving a 
warning may be towed at the ownerôs expense. 
 

5. The speed limit in the parking area is always slow at 5 MPH.  Drivers on school 
property must follow all traffic safety laws and signs.  Speeding above this 5 MPH 
requirement will result in automatic denial of driving privileges for a time specified by the 
principal. 
 

6. All motor vehicles may be searched without prior notice if the School Administration has 
reasonable suspicion.  Drug detecting dogs will also be used without prior notice. 
 

7. Driving privileges may be revoked for any of the above or if students are caught in their 
vehicle without proper authorization. 
 

8. Cost of placard:  $25.00 per placard.  Placard may be obtained from the Students 
Services office during lunch and after school only.

During lunch periods, students are permitted to play basketball safely on the basketball courts. 
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BOOK BAGS                                                         
 
Book bags will be allowed but it is suggested that they are of clear or mesh material purchased 
by the student.  Book bags can be searched by an Administrator for a report of reasonable 
suspicion.

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OFF CAMPUS LUNCH 
 

Juniors with a 3.0 GPA and seniors are permitted to leave campus during lunch.  A notarized 
permission slip for absence from campus during lunch form signed by a parent/legal guardian 
must be on file with Administration for the current school year.

CLINIC                                                                                                                                                                         
 
The clinic is open during the school day.  Students are not permitted in the clinic without the 
First Aide Room Report from their teachers. No medicine will be given to students without an 
ñAuthorization for School Personnel to Administer Medicationò form filled out and signed 
for the current school year on file. Verbal permission from a parent/guardian is not 
acceptable. Students who are ill will be given 20 minutes to either return to class or call a 
parent to pick them up.  
 

CLOSED CAMPUS 
 

Celebration High School is a closed campus. All visitors must check in with the receptionist in 
the Administration Building. Student visitors are not allowed during the school day. 

 

DATA NETWORK ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY                                                                         

 
Users of the Data Network system of the School District of Osceola County are responsible for 
their activity on the network. The School District has developed a Data Network Acceptable 
Use Policy. All users of the network are bound by that policy. Any violation of the policy will 
result in disciplinary action. 

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES                           

 
Students must attend a full day of school in order to participate in after-school activities.  
Excused exceptions to this requirement are for documented medical appointments or court 
ordered appearances.  Any other circumstance can only be waived by the principal. 
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AFTER SCHOOL RULES AT CELEBRATION HIGH SCHOOL 
 
Celebration High School is fortunate to have a large number of after school activities for our 
students.  Students are reminded that the rules found in the Code of Conduct are enforced at 
all school sponsored activities.  If a student stays after school for a school sponsored activity, 
then they must be supervised by a staff member.  When the activity ends, then students are 
expected to leave campus.  While waiting for transportation, students may wait at the parent 
drop off circle in front of Administration.  All other areas of campus are off limits unless the 
student is accompanied by a staff member

At the high school level, the teacher determines a numerical average at the end of each nine 
(9) week grading period, and the corresponding letter grade, as determined by the district 
grading scale, is recorded on the report card.  If a semester examination is given, the 
numerical examination score is also converted to the corresponding letter grade.  To determine 
the final grade, the numerical grades are averaged together, and the numerical average is 
converted to the corresponding letter grade and reported on the report card.

Graduation from Celebration High School is based upon demonstration of what students 
actually know and can do as well as upon credits earned. 
 
The state of Florida requires: 
 

1. A minimum of 2.0 cumulative grade point average to receive a diploma. 
 

2. Demonstrate mastery of the minimum performance standards through the Florida 
Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT) and End of Course Exams.

Change of Address 
 
To register address changes a parent/guardian must complete an address change form and 
provide the school with two (2) of the following documents:  
 

¶ a copy of the lease or purchase agreement and utility bill 

¶ income tax record 

¶ proof of government benefits 

¶ notarized statement signed by owner in which the parent resides plus 2 (two) supporting 
documents 
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Please Note:  If your parent/guardian changes, you must have a completed Letter of 
Responsibility from Student Services, located next to the School Board Office, and return the 
form to the Celebration High School Guidance Office. 
 

Withdrawals from School 
 
To withdraw from school, a parent must obtain a withdrawal form from the Guidance Office.

LOCKERS, EQUIPMENT, BOOKS, ADVERTISEMENTS,  
SIGNAGE AND POSTERS                                              

 
Student lockers are available for storage of books and personal items.  Lockers are provided 
for and assigned for the entire time the student is enrolled at Celebration High School. 
Students are held responsible for the equipment and books issued to them and stored in their 
locker.  DO NOT LEAVE MONEY OR VALUABLES IN LOCKERS (hall or P.E.).  Celebration 
High School is not responsible for items lost or stolen.  NO STICKERS, SIGNS, POSTERS OR 
MARKINGS SHALL BE POSTED ON THE OUTSIDE/INSIDE OF LOCKERS!  Lockers can 
be rented for a non-refundable fee of $10.00 whether the student is enrolled for the full four 
years or less (seniors $5.00).

¶ Students should not share lockers 

¶ Students are responsible for items found in their locker 

¶ Students cannot switch lockers 

¶ Locks are not collected at the end of year, they stay on the lockers.  You will use the 
same locker when you return the following year.

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NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY CHAPTER               
 
Members of the National Honor Society are expected to continue to demonstrate high qualities 
of scholarship, service, leadership and character throughout their high school career.  The 
following is a list of required activities.  (This assumes you are physically present at your 
induction ceremony.) 
 

¶ Maintain a weighted GPA of 3.5 or higher 
 

¶ Receive a minimum grade of C in all courses each grading period

¶ Participate in a minimum of two honor society service projects each year 
 

¶ Perform 10 hours of community service per semester 
 

¶ Pay chapter dues in a timely manner 
 

¶ Attend a minimum of two-thirds of the chapter meetings 
 
Failure to meet any of the listed requirements will result in the member being given a warning 
from the Executive Committee and/or the Chapter Advisor.

RETURNED CHECKS

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Specifically, per Florida Statute § 68.065, the service fee for returned checks is as follows: 
 

¶ $25, if the face value does not exceed $50 

¶ $30, if the face value exceeds $50 but does not exceed $300 

¶ $40, if the face value exceeds $300 or 5% of the face amount of the check, whichever is 
greater.  
 

(Note that the fee structure will change according to any amendments made to FL law during a 
school year.)

School accident insurance is not automatically provided to students of Celebration High 
School.  However, students will be given the opportunity to purchase a group insurance plan 
provided for all schools in Osceola County.  The policy will partially pay for medical and 
hospital services needed as the result of an accident.  Purchasing of the insurance is entirely 
voluntary.  It is the responsibility of the parent to secure the insurance forms and 
present these forms to the doctorôs office.  All accidents should be reported immediately to 
the teacher, coach or school official in charge.
